	Regulation for Judges for Juniorhandling
Austria



	§ 1 Admission as aspirant

	Everybody who interested in junior handling is allowed to make an application as an aspirant, when the following requirements are fulfilled:

1. minimum 5 years membership in a dog club

2. over 19 years of age

3. mental and physical suitability for being a judge

4. nationality: Austria

5. subscription of the official (ÖKV) dog paper “Unsere Hunde”

	The aspirant’s name will be published in „Unsere Hunde“. Any protests against acceptation are possible within four weeks of publication, and have to be sent to the executive committee of the ÖKV. 

The committee decides about protests. If there are no or non-relevant protests, the committee confirms the aspirant. He/she will be listed as aspirant judge for junior handling.

	Judges for juniorhandling may be:
1. Show judges for one or more breeds (additional) 

2. aspirants for junior handling (former juniorhandlers)

	§ 2 the aspirant’s education

	Breed judges have to participate in a training program in theory and practice.

	The aspirant has to participate in a seminar for judges of junior handling, organized by the JHA, and a seminar for judges on breed knowledge and organisation of ÖKV/FCI. He/she has to work as secretary at junior handling competitions (at least 3 times) and as judge assistant.

The aspirant discusses with the judge the performances of the juniorhandlers. The judge may test the aspirant’s knowledge by questions.

	An essay on junior handling has to be written by the aspirant. It has to be submitted two months before examination. The aspirant gives his/her admission for editing the article without any fee.

	After fulfilling all requirements the aspirant has to be examined by a commission. The commission consists of the ÖKV-president or vice-president as chairman, the chief of judges or his proxy, and a judge for juniorhandling. The commission will be called by the ökv-president. Parts of the examination are breed knowledge, organisation of the ÖKV/FCI, regulations of juniorhandling.

	The aspirant has to apply in writing for admission to the exam. He/she has to prove the fulfilment of the requirements. The examination tax (declared by the board of ÖKV) has to be paid by bank transfer. The amount foreclosures if the aspirant does not join the examination for any reason.

	The result will be proclaimed verbally after the examination. The aspirant was successful, if he/she got the commission’s majority of votes. In case of equality of votes, the president will decide. Abstention from voting is not permitted.

	A repetition is possible once after a minimum of three months has elapsed, but latest two years after failing the examination. 

If the aspirant fails, the commission can give him/her some additional duties (assistance or secretary at competitions, repetition of training, work in the ring of honour, …)

	An aspirant, who doesn’t end the training successfully in theory and practice 6 years after admission as aspirant, will be cancelled from the list automatically. The aspirant has to get a notice after five years.

A new admission as aspirant is possible after five years.

	§ 3 Breed judges – additional education

	They have to join a seminar for junior handling judges, organised by the JHA. This seminar is built up in a part of theory and a part of practice. 

In the part of practice the aspirants have to do junior handling figures and judge each other. 

The aspirant has to assist in one competition (minimum). 

After participating in the seminar and assistance in the competition the breed judge will be certified as judge for junior handling.

	§ 4 nomination as judge for junior handling

	If the aspirant was successful in training in theory and practice, he/she will be nominated as judge for junior handling by proposal of the department of judges and decision of the executive committee. Nomination will be published in “Unsere Hunde”, the official newspaper of the ÖKV. Judging is allowed after publication.

	§ 5 general regulations

	A judge is not allowed to judge a juniorhandler, who uses a dog in competition, that the judge has either owned, co-owned, groomed, kept or sold within six months before the show, where he/she is officiating. The same applies to dogs owned by a partner, a member of his/her close family or any person living with him/her in the household.

The judge can give an own dog to the junior handlers in the final, to find out the junior, who presents the dog best. 

Judges for junior handling are not allowed to judge junior handlers, who live in the same household or are closely related to them.

	Judges for junior handling are allowed to show own dogs or let them handle the same day that they are judging junior handling. Dogs owned by the junior handling judge are not allowed to be handled by a juniorhandler, who will take part at the junior handling competition on the same day.

Judges for junior handling, who are not breed judges are allowed to handle dogs owned by other people.

	In all other cases the judge regulations of the ÖKV are relevant.
