	Regulation juniorhandling competitions
Austria

	§ 1 Definition

The junior handling competition is a preparation of young dog friends for handling dogs in show rings later. It gives interested youngsters the possibility, to learn and train the handling of different breeds of dogs in a sporty and amicable competition.

	Handling of dogs needs – and promotes – understanding, emphasis and sense of responsibility. Furthermore this competition can promote more fairness, discipline and considerateness between the teenagers; they also learn to lose and appreciate the performance of others.

	§ 2 Admission

Accepted are children and teenagers between 9 and 17 years. The approval of a legal guardian is necessary.

	§ 3 Entry Fees

Are fixed by respective organisers. Financial privilege for single groups of participants is forbidden.

	§ 4 Age Groups
age group 1: 
9 – 12 years

age group 2: 
13 – 17 years

	§ 5 Entries

The entry forms must include:

First name and surname, address, participant’s date birth; name and address of legal guardian, breed and name of the dog.

Entries after the closing date are possible; organisers can set a time limit.

It is only possible to handle breeds which are judged on the day of show. Only dogs that are registered in an FCI stud book or register can compete. 

It is not necessary, that the dogs are shown in a breed ring.

	§ 6 Change of dogs

The entered dog can be changed until the start of judging, the show organisers must be informed about the change.

The complete competition has to be done with the same dog. Change of dogs between the junior handlers and presenting a neutral dog is possible by order of the judge.

	§ 7 Performance rating / placement

The best five of each age group get placed.

Participants who don’t have their dogs under control have to be disqualified. 

The decision lies with the judge and does not need to be explained.

	§ 8 Points allocation

Each participant gets five points.

Additional points in each age group:


1. place 
+ 10 points


2. place
+ 8 points


3. place
+ 6 points


4. place
+ 4 points


5. place
+ 2 points

Best of day in the final between the winners of both age groups: additional 5 points.

	§ 9 Qualification

The participants collect points during the show year and submit their five best results until Oct. 31st to the ÖKV. 

Accepted are results from international shows and one national dog show (club winner show), held under the patronance of the ÖKV. The results must be proved by:

· name of participant

· age group

· ev. place in age group

· ev. best of day

	§ 10 Finals
The year final takes place at the last International dog show of the ÖKV. 

The ten best of each age group are qualified.

The classification to the age group (see §4) is valid, it does not matter, in which age group the qualifications were won.

All participants get informed by ÖKV office.

Eligible to the year final are participants, who live in Austria.

	§ 11 Judges

The competition is judged by qualified judges.

	§ 12 Basics for Scoring

Basics for scoring are:

· 
Harmony and cooperation between junior and dog (praise, censure, concentration, treatment,…)

· 
Presentation according to the usual presentation of the breed (in movement and stance)

· 
Showing the bite of the dog

· 
Presentation in a group

· 
The dog’s appearance according to the breed (condition, care, …)

· 
The participant’s dress-up answering the purpose

	§ 13 Procedure

The competition should be held with public impact at National ÖKV - dog shows, for International ÖKV – dog shows the competition is compulsory (preliminary decision/competition – age group 1 / age group 2).

All participants get a certificate or a proof of the achieved points, of ev. placement in age group, of ev. best of day, kind of event and number of participants in respective age group.

	§ 14 Miscellaneous

To the extent to which they may be applicable the ÖKV show regulations are valid in their actual edition.

	§ 15 Implementation

These regulations are coming into effect at Feb. 2nd, 2006.
